I am referring to your letter of April 14 together with enclosure

Some of our employee welfare and benefits include:

Key personnel are permitted to acquire domestic premises for themselves
by installment payment plans at prime rate interests;

Key personnel entitled to life insurance, the premium of which is
equivalent to his one month’s pay, payable by the company;

All employees’ children, up to four in number each, will be given
education subsidies at the rate of 25% of tuition fees when they are in
primary schools, 50% of tuition fees when they are in secondary schools
and 75% of tuition fees when they are in post-secondary colleges or
universities, either local or abroad. However, only one child at a time
in the university education (per employee) .

Although at present Hong Kong has free education for primary and most
secondary pupils, this scheme was very helpful when it was first
introduced some twenty years ago;

Medical subsidies to the tune of 100% subsidy for out patient expenses
and 50% for in patient.

Luncheon subsidies.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

I have the honour to pay tribute to the late Dr. Daniel
Lam.

Seven decades ago, Daniel and I were classmates of this
College. For several years, we sat side-by-side on twin seats
with twin desks, a standard seating arrangement in those
days. Being so close to Daniel for so long, I had the privilege
of understanding his unique personality possibly much
better than other schoolmates. So let me tell you something
interesting about him.

He was an admirable all-rounder at school. His
school work was excellent, although he studied with relative
ease. His behaviour was exemplary. He participated in all
organised activities of the school with great enthusiasm,
including acting on our chapel stage. He loved singing
Hawaiian dance melodies. His beautiful voice was enriched
by the chords he played so well on the ukulele. We were held
spellbound.

He also loved motor-car driving and motor-cycling (he
rode a motor cycle to attend school), shooting, roller-skating,
swimming, tennis playing, etc. He would take us out in his
car and let us share his pleasurable hobbies.

What about his tempers? Very stable, tolerant, never
rude or aggressive even when provoked. In fact he was
always polite, humorous and affable. In present-day parlance,
Daniel was gifted with an exceptionally high IQ matched
by an equally high EQ, attributes which were to guarantee
his future success. We were all very fond of this wonderful
schoolmate of ours.

The Pacific War in 1941 broke up a happy, closely-
knit Munsang College family. Daniel pursued his tertiary
education in the Philippines. I went to sea. Many alumni
were stranded in Hong Kong suffering great hardships.
Others escaped to Mainland China to work, to fight, to
survive. Some never made home after victory, presumably
dead.

After the war, by the grace of God, we were able to
rebuild our shattered lives. We watched with pride Daniel
steadily climb the ladder of success in all the fields in which
he was involved, commerce, industry, education, work of the
church and public services. He was awarded one honour after
the other for his outstanding contributions to Hong Kong.
He enjoyed fame and popularity which he richly deserved.

Daniel’s path and mine crossed when I paid him visits
at his factory on official business as a civil servant. I was well
received. He was as courteous and friendly as ever.

Our paths crossed again when, in 1978, I was admitted
to our College Council to serve the College. By this time,
Daniel had all along been concerned with the development of

education in Hong Kong. He had been serving on numerous
school councils and was the Chairman of the Council of
one University in Hong Kong. His keen interest in higher
education extended abroad. In America, he was conferred
the honorary Doctorate. There he won recognition, too.

Daniel let me share — this time not his interesting
hobbies but his profound knowledge and experience of
managing schools. As before, I sat beside him — this time
not on twin seats but at the meetings of the College Council,
where important decisions on the future of the alma mater
were made. For the next ten years, I often heard his eloquent,
masterly presentations of difficult issues and their possible
solutions. Ultimately, he always won the full support of the
Council.

His famous words were: “If you are better than 1, let
me follow you. But if not, please follow me!” “Don’t just
listen to the Gospel or read the Bible. Act upon It!” He was
delightfully frank and to the point.

We on the College Council benefited and learned so
much from Daniel’s refined leadership art and skills, his
wisdom, his tact and, above all, the ways in which he served
God. He was a tower of strength and a model Christian to us
all.

Then, in his own modest way, after a life-time of
resounding success and contributions, he quietly retired
and settled down in distant Texas, far beyond our reach. We
missed him terribly thereafter.

However, our affection and respect for him transcended
space and time. Alumnus Mr. Manuel WOO Man-shing,
former Council Chairman, telephoned him from time to time
to say “hallo”. When I was living in Vancouver, I sent Daniel
my regards through his younger brother, the Honourable
Dr. David C. Lam, former Lieut. Governor of our Province,
British Columbia. I also managed to send Daniel excerpts
from my memoir in which I had written about him.

I saw him for the last time at the memorial service
of Lady Dorothy Lam, wife of the Lieut. Governor and
Daniel’s sister-in-law. The next day I saw Daniel’s picture in
the newspaper Vancouver Sun. That was more than ten years
ago.

Deep in my heart, there has always been a special niche
for a tall, handsome, talented classmate who became brilliant
and great. He is our beloved Dr. Daniel Lam See-hin, a very
unusual alumnus indeed. We are extremely proud of him. Let
us always remember him.

Mr Lam Sum Chee majored in History in the Faculty of Arts at HKU, graduating with
a Bachelor of Arts degree in 1967. After graduation, Mr Lam became one of the first
generation of financial analysts in Hong Kong. He joined Vickers da Costa in 1972 and
later worked as an Executive Director at Wardley Investment Services Ltd. He was the Vice
President of Merrill Lynch and the Union Bank of Switzerland in 1980’s and 1990’s. In
2002, when the Hong Kong SAR Government was in dire financial straits, he pioneered the
idea of issuing government debt to the public, and some of his proposals were subsequently
implemented.

As a history graduate who worked in the financial field, Mr Lam believes that his HKU
experience has brought him lifelong benefits. He has expressed his gratitude to his alma
mater both in word and deed. Mr Lam established a private trust in 1986 which has since
donated scholarships and bursaries every year to undergraduate Arts students. He has 88

pledged to donate his entire private trust in 2060 to HKU as an endowment for scholarships
and bursaries for the Faculty of Arts. Mr Lam continues to actively lend his support to many
of the University’s activities — through highly successful fundraising and development \/:

Our
very dear schoolmate and good old friend,
Norman Chan Sau-bun ( Ffi5Fi ), passed away in
a traffic accident on Monday, September 15, 2008.
On the day after the Mid-Autumn Festival holiday,
Norman left his residence in Hong Kong and drove
his car from Lo Wu back to his home/office in
Dongguan ( #52) as usual for another working week
after the weekend in Hong Kong. At around 4 p.m.

by a Guangzhou-bound bus. Both vehicles burst into
flames and Norman could not escape from his car.

Dear Miss Chan,

I would firstly like to thank you for reserving a seat of Form 6 for me. With this backup, I
can be on my exchange year without any hesitation and worries. Studying overseas is actually my
dream. Thanks for allowing me to do so, in the midway of my high school.

I would like to share a little bit about the experience I had in the last two months, in a
country I've never been to, Germany. And probably, I am the first exchange student from Hong
Kong in this area, Uecker-Randow.

Uecker-Randow is actually an area which is a
little bit falling behind, 150 kilometers to the north of
Berlin, touching the boundary of Poland. Probably
this is not an area where tourists would come; at least,
it doesn’t interest us in anyway. But you know? This
is the most interesting and adventurous place I've ever
been to.

The highest mountain here is not higher than
150 meters, and the tallest building I've ever seen here

is not higher than 5 storeys. I guess you can imagine
how this area looks like. The picture is lots of fields and forests, highway in the middle of a field.
It is even more desolate than what you can imagine.

I am now living in a small village called Lubs, with approximately
300 inhabitants, and a huge forest behind us. In front of our big house,
there is a large piece of field. The field is so wide open that we can see
the village 4km away from us. The fresh air here cures my runny nose
that I used to have in Hong Kong. Everything here is pure nature and
not polluted. I can always drink the groundwater from the well next

to our house. Also, we sometimes pick mushrooms ©

for our dinner. It is normal for us to see some wild
animals like deer, fox and hedgehog.

After 11.00 pm at night, the street lights of the village would be turned
off in order to reduce the use of
electricity. That allows us to see a
real dark sky. At that time of the
day, we sometimes make a bonfire

and sit in our garden. With such a
dark environment, we can recognize all the stars easily.
Even, we can see how those horoscopes look like.

Probably, it is not possible for us to see this in Hong

Kong anyway. Our sky in Hong Kong never gets so dark.



During the last few weeks, we began to have a little bit snow. And here in the photo you see

our house when it snows.

For my school, it is absolutely boring for
me. All the lessons here are conducted in German.
That’s why it’s difficult for me to understand the
lessons. Actually I am now doing self-study on my
German during every lesson. (Like all the exchange
students do.) No uniform is necessary here and
students are allowed to have their own colour and
style of hair, even with four colours. And actually,
they have their own rights to choose whether going
to school or not. (That must be a funny news for
students of Munsang.) The first photo is one of the
buildings of my school and the second one is the
school logo.

Right now, I am playing instruments in two
orchestras. I really learn a lot from the rich musical
atmosphere here. The environment here allows me
to learn a lot of music, to join a lot of performances
and to attend a lot of concerts.

I would like to recommend my schoolmates
and friends to go for an exchange program. I am
proud that Munsang did support their students on
the exchange program.

I miss Munsang very much and I am very
interested to know the latest news about Munsang. I would be delighted if you can send me some
updates at the following address.

Form One Bridging Course

The objectives of the Form One Bridging Course,
which was organized from 28th July to 1st August
2008, were to better prepare our newly-admitted E1
students for EMI studies, to introduce to them the
study skills necessary for secondary education and to
inculcate their self-management skills. The course was
designed in such a way that resembled a real Form One
class. Subjects include English, Chinese, Mathematics,

Integrated Science, Geography and Liberal Studies.

Summer Remedial Program for Form One to
Form Three Students Promoted-On-Trial

In order to improve the academic performance
of the F.1 to E.3 students, who failed to meet the
minimum requirements for promotion and so were
promoted-on-trial, the Academic Affairs Committee
arranged a Summer Remedial Programme for them
in the summer vacation. The programme was
compulsory for all the students promoted-on-trial, and
with their satisfactory performance in the programme,
all of them were capable of securing promotion in
2008/2009.

Form Four “Effective Study Skill Workshop”
& Form Six “Applied Strategic Thinking
Workshop”

The F4 Effective Study Skill Workshop aimed to
help the F4 students to master the studying skills in a
more effective manner, to apply the skills to preparing
for the public examination and to taking up leading

roles in extra-curricular activities.

The F.6 Applied Strategic Thinking Workshop
aims to help the F.6 students to master the skills to
solve their problems encountered in the most effective
manner — the essence of problem solving and career
planning, and to apply the skills to preparing for the
public examination and university education.

Social Service Award Scheme

In 2007/2008, all F.2 students became members
of a service learning programme and each of them
contributed at least 10 hours of community services in
the school year. For the student population as a whole,
over 57 percent were involved in various social service
programmes, such as blood donation, fund-raising
activities and community services. In recognition of
their over 9700 hours of services in different areas,
the College awarded the students involved with 553
certificates and badges: 7 gold, 29 silver, 112 bronze

and 405 iron awards.

Snow Storm in Mainland China

stricken by severe coldness and snow storms in
Mid-January. This climatic abnormality tendered
the Chinese government and her people an almost
unprecedented disaster which incurred loss of both
human life and property. Many people were made
homeless and left in hopelessness. It is not just because
we are human beings that we are motivated to offer
our helping hands, but also we are born to have love
and concern for our “brothers and sisters” in the
Mainland. As being bound by school life, we could not
travel to the provinces affected, but we could always
help in different ways: our prayers, our sharing and our
monetary contributions.

The Student Association (SA) worked fast
to deliver quick response to the urge for financial
assistance and collected a donation of HK$22,953
from their peers. The generosity and concern of
parents could also be witnessed in their donations
of HK$170,421.10 from the Primary Section and
HK$122,971 from the Kindergarten Section.

Earthquake in Mainland China

An earthquake registered 7.8 on the Richter
Scale struck Wenchuan district of Sichuan on 12th
May 2008. It caused tens of thousands of deaths
and injuries in Sichuan alone. To respond to the
call for donations to carry out relief work and
deliver emergency supplies, once again, the Student
Association initiated a campaign on their own
which awarded them a donation of HK$39,092.90.
The Primary Section and the Parents-Teachers
Association of the Secondary Section also arrived at
a consensus to allocate half of the money collected
on the Annual Casual Wear Day on 30th May
2008, which amounted to HK$217,000, to two
charitable organizations. On top of this, parents
of the Kindergarten Section alone secured another
donation sum of HK$300,528.

In response to these natural disasters, with
God’s love, our prayers and the concerted efforts of
parents, teachers and students, a total of HK$872,966
was donated for the relief work in our motherland
through various charitable organizations. Together,
we hope we have made a difference and have given
our students a precious lesson — whatever God
teaches us through pain is gain, and as stated in the
Bible:

The Way Forward

In 2008/2009, the three sections of the College
will enter into a new era. We are going to be registered
as three separate but closely-related schools and will
continue to be immediate neighbours in the same
school campus. While the Secondary Section will
continue to carry the name of Munsang College
( RAEZERT ), the Primary Section will be registered
as Munsang College Primary School ( 4= ZE e/
£ ) and the Kindergarten Section as Munsang College
Kindergarten ( RRAEZEFTIIHEE ).

For the Secondary Section, we have started
off with the preparatory works for the smooth
transition and implementation of the “New Senior
Secondary Curriculum” and the establishment of

the “Incorporated Management
Committee”. Echoing these changes
will be the conversion of all the six
levels of the Primary Section into
whole-day school starting from Ist
September 2008.

After 40 years of dedicated
service and enormous contribution to

the Kindergarten Section since 1968,
Headmistress Mok Oi-lin will retire
from her post from 31st August 2008
and will be succeeded by Ms. Gladys
Cheung Chin-ling. To further enhance
the English proficiency of our boys and
girls of the Kindergarten Section, Ms.
Gladys Cheung will initiate an English
programme with a significant increase
in the number of Native English-
speaking Teachers (NET) from 1 to 4.

Grantham Scholarships Fund

The Grantham Scholarships Fund was established
in 1955 under the Grantham Scholarships Fund
Ordinance (Cap. 1076) in order to commemorate
the Governorship of Sir Alexander Grantham. The
objective of the Fund is to promote and encourage
local education, and in particular for the provision for
persons resident in Hong Kong of scholarships and
maintenance grants in primary schools, secondary
schools, pre-vocational schools, technical schools and
institutions of higher education in Hong Kong.

The “Grantham Scholars of the Year” Award
was introduced since the academic year 1977-1998
which aims to reward all-round students of good
character with good academic achievement, active
in extra-curricular activities and devoted to school
and community services. Every year, each secondary
school is invited to nominate a maximum of 2 students
for the scholarship and only 24 students will be
selected to receive this prestigious award.
